A Pueblo Mágico is a locality that has unique, symbolic attributes, authentic stories, transcendent facts, everyday life, 
which means a great opportunity for tourism development, attending to the motivations and needs of travelers. 

It is a town that through time and in the face of modernity, has preserved, valued and defended their historical, cultural 
and natural heritage, and manifests it in various expressions through tangible and intangible heritage. 

Arteaga, Coahuila. 

Located in the southeast region of Coahuila at an approximate distance of 18 kilometers from the capital, Saltillo. It 

borders Ramos Arizpe, Saltillo and Nuevo León. 
We call it the Switzerland of Mexico, the fact that it is located in the imposing Sierra Madre Oriental makes this Pueblo 
Mágico an ideal place for those who are looking for a little tranquility, tradition, typical food and love wooded landscapes. 

We have 5 important vineyards located at the top of the mountain; one of them; Garza Blanc is considered the second 
highest in the world at 2,650 meters above sea level. 
In spite of its proximity to the state capital, Arteaga has not lost its country touch and relative serenity; throughout the 
year it receives thousands of visitors who come to practice different sports, to taste the varied gastronomy and to visit 

the temple of San Isidro Labrador, built in 1970.

Main Tourist Attractions 
 

Sierras de Arteaga: La Viga, La Martha and El Coahuilón stand out as members of the majestic Sierra Madre Oriental, 
which silently witness the passing of time in the communities of Arteaga. The first is known as the highest mountain 
range in northeastern Mexico with an altitude of more than 3,700 meters. The beautiful landscapes in the majestic cabins 

in the mountains of this municipality, allow the practice of ecotourism, hiking and camping. 
Parish of San Isidro Labrador: This church is known as the oldest in the municipality, it was built in 1790 and rebuilt 
in 1937. The parish is located in the urban area of Arteaga, specifically in the hisrotic center. Every May 15, the patron 
saint is celebrated with a popular festival of great tradition of the population. 

Mummy Museum: This cultural center houses the mummified bodies discovered by local residents in the San Antonio 
de las Alazanas cementery in 2008. The bodies found belong to the Nuncio family. The museum has different exhibitions 
halls in which are presented topics such as: Environment, community participation in the Mexican Revolution and others.

Located in the southeastern region of Coahuila, only 157 kilometers from the state capital. It borders the municipalities of 
Cuatro Ciénegas, San Pedro, General Cepeda, Saltillo and Viesca, as well as the state of Zacatecas. 
With a legacy of viticultural activity of more than 400 years, this Pueblo Mágico invites you to live the experience in its 

dreamy landscapes and ideal climate. You can venture into their canyons, tour their historic city or live the experience of 
wine in one of its historic wineries.  
Municipality of natural landscapes due to abundant trees and enchanting climate. It combines dream landscapes for natural 
beauty and ancient buildings such as San Ignacio de Loyola and Santa Maria de las Parras, without forgetting the chapel of 

Santo Madero, an icon of this community. 
It has the face of adventure in streams and canyons; it surprises with vestiges of the past captured in cave paintings and 
petroglyphs. The oldest viticulture company in Latin America, founded in 1597, was born in this community. This town is 
today an international symbol for the excellence of its table wines.

Church of Santo Madero; Built between 1868 and 1880, it is located on top of the hill of sombreretillo, since the arrival 
of the evangelists found various ethnic groups who sought to make the doctrine of Christianity and looking for a point that 

was visible to all the inhabitants of the valley, they placed a cross. Later they built the Santo Madero church right there, 
which received this name because of the wooden cross inside the central chapel. 

 
Casa Madero: The region's winemaking tradition began in 1574 when Spanish priests and the region's winemaking tradition 

began in 1574 when Spanish priests and conquistadors left Zacatecas to Coahuila in search of gold, but what they found 
was water and a large number of wild grapevines, so they established the Santa María de las Parras Mision here and produced 
the first American wine.  In 1597, this wine company was established by Don Lorenzo García, which at the end of the 19th 

century was acquired by Evaristo Madero and by 1946 adopted its current name. It is considered the oldest winery in the
